
THE DIFFERENCE  
A YEAR MAKES

FOR PATIENTS WITH CRPS, TIME IS RARELY 
measured in large increments. Rather, 
it is portioned into smaller, more 
manageable segments. But for the Belt 
family, the 2009 Achilles Walk for Hope 
& Possibility marks one year from when 
their daughter Laura reached a critical 
low in her battle with CRPS. Suffering 
from daily debilitating myoclonic 
spasms, she attended the Rehabilitation 
Institute of Chicago for one month, 
enduring the eight hours of rigorous 
physical therapy a day to control the 
head-to-toe seizures. For this year's 
walk, her parents John and Mary Jane 
are joined by their daughter Amanda 
to commemorate the achievements of 
the past year and to raise awareness for 
CRPS. Mary Jane tears up, ªIt means a 
tremendous amount being at the Achilles 
Walk today and to watch Laura run. Last 
year she could hardly walk and now 
she is running a 5K.º Laura has since 
returned to New York and continues  
her work as head of the Manhattan 
Support group. Although the Belts 
are thankful for the remarkable 
improvements made during the year, 
they return to the immediate and daily 
challenges CRPS patients face. Mary 
Jane says, ªLaura is off her medication 
now, but every day she has pain. And 
every day she works through it.º As 
the Belt family makes their way to the 
starting line, John concludes, ªEveryone 
needs to be made aware of what a 
horrible disease it really is.º

SISTER ACT

JESSICA AND TERESA MORELLO LOOK 
like typical Gen-Xers squeezing in a 
morning workout. In addition to the 
ponytails and water bottles, these  
sisters are sporting the bright turquoise 
RSDSA t-shirt. It's clear the Morellos 
are on a bigger mission than staying ®t; 
the sibling duo is intent on spreading 
the word about RSD. ªI am here to 
show that RSD exists and that more 
people need to be aware of it,º proclaims 
Jessica who was diagnosed with the 
disease after an elective surgery. 
Continuing their pace, Teresa and 
Jessica begin to recite a detailed list of 
reasons why education regarding RSD 
is importantÐespecially for healthcare 
providers. For Jessica, research comes 
in at a close second. ªWe need to create 
more people doing more research,º she 
says. ªAll RSD patients take different 
paths. It would be great if they can 
narrow it down and ®nd out what works 
for each of us.º She empathetically 
adds, ªWe need to ®nd the answers to 
RSD.º Both sisters are surprised and 
encouraged by the turnout. ªIt makes  
me feel that there's hope that someday 
we'll have an idea that can keep this 
disease from happening,º says Jessica. 
It doesn't seem like anything can deter 
the Morello sisters who traveled in 
from Connecticut to participate. ªIt's 
important to me to be here to show my 
support for my sister,º declares Teresa 
without losing her stride.

AS FATE WOULD HAVE IT

FOR MANY  PATIENTS WITH CRPS, ONLINE 
communication and virtual support 
groups are some of the best, if not only, 
interaction channels for those with this 
isolating disease. But for CRPS patients 
Doreen Berg and Bonnie Walker, fate 
would step in and help solidify their 
virtual friendship. The day of the Achilles 
Walk, the duo relate the incredible story 
of how they met like lifelong friends, 
even ®nishing each other's sentences. 
Doreen and Bonnie were both members 
of the same online support group. After 
Doreen noticed that Bonnie was a fellow 
resident of the Garden State, she emailed 
Bonnie and introduced herself. They 
shared a quick telephone conversation 
and less than 24-hours after that, fate put 
them in the right place at the right time. 
Doreen was visiting her doctor and Bonnie 
signed in after her and saw her name on 
the sign-in sheet. ªShe came up to me 
and said, `Are you Doreen?'º The rest, 
as they say, is history. It's clear that their 
shared experiences have quickly bonded 
these two, making them fast friends. Even 
their illness presents similarly, as Bonnie 
explains, ªWe have the same problem. My 
RSD went from leg to arm and hers went 
from arm to leg. We have the same doctor. 
We are getting the same treatments.º It 
is clear that both patients have found a 
companion in the other. Although they 
have known one another since January, 
the day of the Achilles Walk is the ®rst 
time since their fateful encounter they 
are meeting in person. ªUsually, we just 
email or talk on the phone,º explains 
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Doreen, ªSo it's great to see each other 
today, to get to know one another better, 
and be support for one another.º Doreen 
and Bonnie state they are at Central Park 
raising awareness and research for CRPS. 
But it's also clear that they are just having 
a good time sharing each other's company. 
They can sum up their friendship in one 
word, ªdestiny.º 

A MOTHER'S DAY

IT' S EVIDENT THAT PAT BURKE AND HER 
daughters Colleen and Shannon are 
related. In fact, the resemblance is 
uncanny. The most pronounced feature is 
an identical smile that all three of them 
share. Although Colleen and Shannon are 
winded from running the 5K, the sisters 
share a sense of accomplishment that 
is more meaningful than ®nishing the 
race. As Colleen states, ªWe are here to 
support our mom who has RSD.º Both 
Burke sisters are impressed by the sense 
of camaraderie at the event. ªWe teamed 
up with two girls from Pennsylvania 
with RSD that were here by themselves,º 
explains Colleen. ªWe shared our stories, 
some horror stories, and they shared 
theirs. It was good.º Shannon credits the 
event staff and the New York Runners 
Association for their enthusiasm. ªAt the 
end of the race everyone was cheering 

. . .it was like Rocky,º she laughs. Pat 
describes the Achilles Walk for Hope 
& Possibility with one simple word 
ªOverwhelmingº. One gets the feeling 
that Pat is not often at a loss for words. 
She continues, ªIt's overwhelming, and 
I'm ®lled with gratitude that today I  
can get up and walk.º With the race 
barely over, and her daughters still 
catching their breath, Pat is already 
looking to next years' event. ªI'm very 
proud to be here today, but I've already 
started recruiting for next year.º Pat 
solemnly continues, ªWe have to make a 
difference. We have to raise more money 
for research.º Colleen looks her mother 
with a look of admiration mixed with 
certainty and says, ªWell, if anyone  
can do it . . . it's Pat.º

A FAMILY AFFAIR

TEAM STINA ARE EIGHT STRONG AT THIS 
year's Achilles walkÐthat includes 
parents, grandparents, siblings, and 
friendsÐeven the four-legged variety. 
The unof®cial Team Stina mascots are 
Ralph and Murray, the family's toy 
poodles. The only person missing from 
the group is the one they are supporting, 
CRPS patient, Christina. Currently 
residing in North Carolina, Christina 
(or Stina, as she has been nicknamed 
by her family) is balancing the joys of 
being a new mom to her 8-month old 
daughter with the challenges of CRPS. 
Although she couldn't be physically 
present at the walk in Central Park, she 
is there in spirit, as her mother Laureen 
Haight explains, ªShe is just so proud 
of all of us coming out to support this 
cause, because it is really important. 
Next year we hope to have her here,º 
she adds. Although Christina lives states 
away, the Achilles walk is just one way 
her family shows their support. ªI think 
that it is the best thing, her feeling and 
knowing that her family is behind her, 
regardless of what happens. We just came 
out to show our love,º expresses her 
mother. The Haight family is exhilarated 
by the crowd and heartened by the 
feeling of optimism at the walk. ªBeing 
collectively part of this group is really 
great. Christina would love seeing this,º 
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Pat Burke with her daughters Colleen Burke-Halloran and Shannon Burke-Gaffey. Pat's niece,  
Ullie Chusin, also participated in the event.

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declares Laureen. Christina's father Dave 
Haight is con®dent that CRPS will be a 
thing of the past. ªWe are all going to get 
a cure for this one day. I really believe 
it,º he declares with conviction. Laureen 
comments, ªJust for the fact 10-15 years 
ago no one even knew really what it was 
and now there is an awareness. 
Events like this are an integral 
part of what happens in the 
future.º Dave adds with 
con®dence, ªThat's how cures 
get started.º

ONE-ON-ONE

THE DAY OF THE ACHILLES 
Walk for Hope & Possibility 
is not that much different 
than any other day for CRPS 
patient Sue Corn. Like many 
touched by this disease, she 
has become an advocate and 
vocal spokesperson for CRPS 
awareness and research. She 
sees every day and each new 
encounter as an opportunity 
to educate others about 
this relatively unknown 
neurological condition. ªI tell 
everyone I meet about RSD. 
Most people have never heard of 
it. When I meet people who don't 
know about it, I'll explain and describe it 
to them. I use every opportunity I can to 
talk about RSD,º declares Sue. Although 
Sue believes events like the walk in Central 
Park are essential; she doesn't wait for 
a special occasion to rally others to the 
cause. ªI am raising awareness every 
single day,º she proclaims. Although Sue 
is a one-woman education army, she is 
moved by Achilles Walk, calling the event 
ªindescribable.º Sue has participated in 
every Achilles walk, except one, when 
she was hospitalized due to CRPS. She 
relates what the growth of the event means 
to her, ªThe ®rst year I think we had 25 
walkers and I can't even count how many 

are here today. It's phenomenal. It is such a 
wonderful feeling to be here with everyone 
because it means the word is getting 
out there.º Thanks to those one-on-one 
conversations and supporters of events like 
the Achilles Walk for Hope & Possibility; 
the awareness meter is rising. 

ONE DAY AT A TIME

LEANNE KRIEGER IS WALKING  IN THE ACHILLES 
Walk for Hope & Possibility for the 
simple reason that on this particular day, 
she can. ªFortunately I could get out of 
bed today and this is why I came,º she 
explains somberly. For many patients with 
this unpredictable disease, it is dif®cult to 
determine how one will be feeling from 
one day to the next, making planning 
dif®cult. Today, Leanne is able to walk and 
does so not only for herself, but a friend 
and fellow CRPS patient who was unable 
to make it to the event. Leanne is joined 
by her family and loved ones as they walk 

in Central Park in order to raise awareness 
for CRPS. She feels compelled to give the 
disease an identity, making it more tangible 
than it currently is. ªSince I was diagnosed 
and heard those 3 magic letters, I felt like 
I need to make people know what RSD is 
and it does have a face,º she states. Leanne 

also ªwants to raise awareness 
for doctors who don't know 
what this disease is,º she says. 
She sums up CRPS and its 
effects simply but poignantly, 
ªIt's a sad, sad, sad thing,º she 
concludes. 

ACROSS THE MILES

THIS YEAR, RSDSA ADDED A NEW 
component to the Achilles Walk 
for Hope & Possibility, Virtual 
Walkers. Virtual Walkers are 
groups or individuals unable 
to attend the event in New 
York City, but who are still 
interested in supporting this 
important cause. Annethia 
Morse from North Carolina is 
such an individual. This CRPS 
patient was diagnosed with 
the disease after a line-of-duty 
accident. Annethia, who tries to 
keep active by participating in 
other walks and health-related 

fundraising events saw the pre-event 
promotion for Virtual Walkers and knew 
this was for her, ªI said to myself, Wow. 
Hey that's pretty cool.º Not only did 
Annethia help raise money and increase 
disease awareness as a Virtual Walker, she 
literally took her efforts one step further, 
ªI live near the intercostal waterway here 
in North Carolina. So the day of the Walk, 
I walked down to the marina and back.º 
Although Annethia wasn't in Central Park, 
she was demonstrating solidarity with 
her fellow walkers and CRPS patients, 
ªI couldn't be in New York, but I was 
walking as if I was there,º she declares 
with enthusiasm. �N
